  Snapmaker 2.0 3D Printer Manual Bed Level Calibration   The following instructions assume that the machine is properly assembled, and that the build plate is  clean.   All steps are performed from the machine touchscreen.     From the main "MAKE SOMETHING WONDERFUL" screen...   1. Swipe the screen from right to left,  entering the "Four Square" screen...   2. Select "Settings"   3. Under "Advanced Settings," select "3D Printing"   4. Set the "Auto Leveling" slider to the left (off) position   5. Select "Calibration Grid"   6. Choose the largest grid available (5x5 for the 350 ser ies)   ***Note: Smaller grids may be chosen if you desire, but will result in a less accurate calibration***   7. Set the "Heated Leveling" slider to the right (on) position   8. Go back to the "Four Square" screen...   9. Select "Control"   10. Set bed heat to 80*c , or whatever temp is the most common for your printing.   11. Set nozzle heat to 250*c   12. Once the nozzle has reached temp, clean the nozzle using the following steps...     12.1. Unload any installed filament     12.2. Wipe nozzle using a dry cloth or paper tow el ***Be careful not to burn yourself.***     12.3. If any residual filament oozes out, continue wiping nozzle tip until the nozzle remains clean  on its own     12.4. Tighten the nozzle into the hot end     12.5. Turn nozzle temp off   13. Go back to the “Four Square ” screen…   14. Select "Calibration"   15. Set heated bed to temp chosen in step 10.   16. After the bed has reached temp, wait for 15 - 30 minutes to allow it to "heat soak."   17. Select “Calibrate”   18. Using the white "Calibration Card" provided (or other 0.1mm thick sheet), do the following for every  calibration point on the screen/bed...     18.1. Lower head/nozzle in 0.5mm increments until nozzle touches card, then...     18.2. Raise the nozzle by a sin gle 0.5mm increment, then...     18.3. Lower the nozzle in 0.1mm increments until the nozzle touches the card, then...     18.4. Raise the nozzle by 0.2mm, then...     18.5. Lower the nozzle in 0.05mm increments until the nozzle touches the card...   ***Note: done p roperly, the correct height will be when you feel the first bit of resistance  against the card***     18.6. Select "Next" and repeat steps 18.1 through 18.5 until all calibration points are completed.   19. Select "Save."     Awesome! You have now finshed the manu al calibration of the bed. Congrats! Now get to printing!
